Dale,

      I mistakenly sent this accountable station list rather than the DoDAAC issue paper I prepared and promised to send you this weekend.  I’ll try to summarize what I had here and will send the original information tonight in case you can still use it.  By the way, these requirements supersede those I gave Jack last December.

Basically,

         We need to have the accountable station included in the DoDAAC file as soon as possible, as a separate data element.  We have several business rules we want to implement which will be tied to the accountable station.  

         We also need a funding source identifier for each DoDAAC.  There will be three, 

o        Treasury Account, Federal, 

o        (2) Treasury Account, Non-Federal (e.g., FMS Trust Funds), and

o        (3) Non Treasury Account (includes non-appropriated and contractor funded)

         We want the financial community to control the BPNN data as well as the DoDAAC accountable station, TAC 3, and billing CommRI information.

 

Some of the changes we plan are:

         DoDAACs without a TAC 3 cannot be used as a bill-to and the TAC 3, for DODAACs funded with Treasury accounts, will be the DFAS accountable station.  

         Bill-to activities (buying eligible DoDAACs) which are funded with Treasury accounts must have an accountable station and an ALC and the billing COMMRI will be associated with the accountable station.

         Sellers will notify the accountable office of all reimbursable orders (requisitions) accepted from bill-to activities funded with Treasury accounts—probably forward an 821 (new X12)to DAASC with DAASC routing the transaction to the accountable office associated with the bill-to DoDAAC.
