	Manual Processing of Interfund Bills from G69 (FAA) AFSAC's has made a request to DFAS-Dayton to have manual bills processed against G69 requisitions since FAA will not process them.  The FAA (G69 -DODAAC: 6973AE) has become the manager of many common radar parts and supplies. AFSAC has been in contact with the FAA since July 2004 trying to get MILSBILLS forward to AFSAC. They have issued interfund bills but have sent them to invalid DODAACs.  Rejected code "Z" by DAASC for invalid DODAAC. 
	GSA to research where the reject file is being sent and who is working the rejects. DAASC will set-up an account to send GSA rejects pending a formal request from GSA. DAASC will verify the fund code edits on FMS requisitions. 
	OPEN Response – 29 Aug 06 email to Reggie Norwood provided copies of recent interfund bill reject messages FTP’d to the GSA Defense Data Network account (CommRI RUSAPUI).   31 Aug 06 email to Reggie provided instructions for completing an on-line System Access Request for a DAASC DIELOG type account so reject messages could be emailed instead of FTP’d. As of 11 Sep, Reggie has not requested a DIELOG account. Response - As reported at the PRC meetings, there are no DAASC edits on either the signal code or fund code on requisitions coming from the FMS countries and routed by DAASC to the appropriate ILCO (AFSAC, USASAC, NAVICP). A check of these requisitions shows that over 99% are received by DAASC with signal code “L” and the fund codes are blank. The Army and Navy requisitions that pass the ILCO edits are transmitted back to DAASC, as A0 transactions, for passing to the appropriate source of supply.  The only signal/fund code edit DAASC runs is a check for valid signal codes.  Over 99% of Army requisitions received from USASAC have signal code “L” with fund code “YY”, and over 99% of Navy also have signal code “L” but with fund code “48”.   The USAF requisitions that pass AFSAC edits are returned to DAASC as either A3 Passing Orders or A4 Referral Orders.  A3 Passing Orders are used for all non-Air Force sources of supply and the signal codes are validated and if the fund codes are not “NL” they are changed to NL.  A4 Referral Orders are used for Air Force sources of supply and DAASC validates the signal codes but does not edit the fund codes.  Over 99% of A3s and A4s have signal code “L” with fund codes of either 4F, NL or NU. DAASC Change Request 2000-05-0086 based on ADC 20, implemented logic to validate fund codes on requisitions with signal codes of C or L - but apparently was not applied to FMS.  We are reviewing to determine if it should be applied, but only to FMS requisitions coming from the ILCOs.
