DLA Distribution Standard System (DSS) confirms based on partial shipments, and DLA Enterprise Business System (EBS) bills based on these confirmations, (ARO) vice the material release order (A5_), the possibility exists that some bills will appear as duplicate billings. These bills don't contain suffixes on the document numbers, and the Air Force finance system considers the same document number with the same quantity to be a duplicate.
