“2.  ITEM UNIQUE IDENTIFICATION (IUID)

a.  Required Procedures 



(1)  In accordance with DoD Directive 8320.04 (Reference (j)), a unique item identifier (UII) should be used for selected items of supply that require intensive management and tracking.



(2)  The primary purpose of UIIs is to enable more accurate engineering analysis and maintenance planning.  Other functional areas may also benefit, including security, property accountability, safety, operational readiness, and warranty management.  Instructions for constructing the UII are found in the “DoD Guide to Uniquely Identifying Items.” 



(3)  The Department of Defense is transitioning from uniquely identifying items within an approved Unique Item Tracking (UIT) program or Serial Number Tracking (SNT) program to use of Item Unique Identification (IUID) for items identified in Volume 11 of this manual as well as all items in approved Serialized Item Management (SIM) programs.  Previously approved UIT programs, such as the DoD Small Arms and Light Weapons Serialization and Navy Depot Level Reparable programs, shall continue under the purview of the Unique Item Tracking Committee (UITC), but should be transitioned to IUID management.  No additional UIT or SNT programs shall be approved.      


b.  Implementing Procedures
(1) The DoD Components shall:



(a)  Begin to transition from serially managing selected items using the manufacturer’s serial number to serially managing selected items using the globally unique and machine-readable Unique Item Identifier (UII) (Construct #1 or #2 or acceptable equivalents) as defined in the “DoD Guide to Uniquely Identifying Items.”




(b)  Develop the capability to exchange IUID data using Defense Logistics Management System (DLMS) transactions or Wide Area Workflow (WAWF) Property System Notices.  




(c)  Place machine readable UII marks on the item itself or encode the UII on other permanent media (e.g., PDF 417, item identification labels) in accordance with MIL-STD-130 N (Reference (k)) as required.  




(d)  Develop the capability to capture, retain, and provide current and historical data regarding uniquely identified tangible items by UII. 




(e)  Develop the capability to use UII as a common key in functional databases to enable information sharing and information access to achieve collaboration between and among already existing, or legacy, item management systems.


(2)  All IUID implementations shall include provisions for data introduction and tracking using AIT.  Business processes that include IUID capabilities shall use AIT devices that shall be capable of reading an ECC 200-compliant data matrix symbol from product markings, unit/exterior packaging markings, or accompanying documentation.  Information recorded in AIT devices shall be used to update automated information systems per serialized item management programs required by DoD Instruction 4151.19 (Reference (l)).



(3)  System design efforts shall provide for use of the UII and for the exchange of IUID data using standard logistics transactions, where appropriate.  



(4)  The DoD Components shall ensure training is provided to personnel who perform functions affecting IUID and training courses are updated to teach current DoD policies and procedures.



(5)  The Director of the Defense Logistics Management Support Office shall:




(a)  Designate a Chair for the UITC until superseded by the IUID program.




(b)  Ensure that DLMS provides full inter-DoD Component UII tracking capability and that applicable DLMS transactions require use of the UII.




(c)  Coordinate recommended changes to the DLMS
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
