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 SDR status codes.


Status – The status codes used to define the selections should be table driven and not hard-coded into the program to allow for changes in the future without the need to change the program.  Below are the status codes for each of the three status selections on the SDR query screen:

1.  Open/Awaiting Disposition – interpreted to mean that no disposition/status reply codes have posted or a reply was used to indicate forwarding or interim response.  This includes Reply Codes 103, 104,107, 108, all 300s and all 500s except 518 and 519.

2.  Open/Awaiting Reconsideration. (Transaction type 15 – Reconsideration)   

3. Open/Awaiting Second Reconsideration (Security Assistance Only, Transaction Type 50) 

4.  Validated/Disposition Provided – interpreted to mean that an SDR reply from shipper or the ICP has been provided – 100s, except 103, 104, 107 and 108.  600s, except 601.

5.  Cancelled.  (Transaction Type 01).

SDR Denied/Disposition Provided - interpreted to mean that an SDR reply with one of the following reply codes has been posted 400s, 518, 519, 601, 700s, 900s (except 936 and 937 – these should be shown as a transaction in the Composite, but not included in this status   Security Assistance 200s and 800s.

ILCO Rejection (Transaction Type 44)

(Please note the following special condition – if reply status code of 151 is present in SDR record string, prior status codes should be disregarded for purposes of selection reporting on all reports.)
