DoD 4140.27-M, DoD Shelf-Life Management Manual, states the following:

"6-4. EXCEPTIONS TO FIFO ISSUANCES OR LAST-IN-FIRST-OUT (LIFO)

A. When there is a need to replenish WRM, the maximum shelf-life is required and LIFO practices may be used on an exception basis. Several adaptations have been developed for the Services/Agencies. They are:

1. Advice Codes (See Appendix 2.15 of DoD 4000.25-1-M, MILSTRIP (reference (g)):

a. Use of Advice Codes 2G, 23, 24, 29, or 31.

b. Advice Codes 3C, 3D, 3E, 3F, 3G, 3H, and 3J have been deleted from DoD 4000.25-1-M, MILSTRIP (reference (g)), until further notice.

c. Use of Advice Code 7D is for Intra-GSA usage only. When Advice Code 7D is used, GSA identifies the requisition as a "request for DVD with price discounts and possibly longer delivery time. Delivery from stock is acceptable if contract minimum order limitation is not met." In order to receive materiel under this process, the requisition must meet the minimum order quantity and order value established for the item in the appropriate GSA Federal Supply Schedule.

2. Project Codes (See Appendix 2.13 of DoD 4000.25-1-M, MILSTRIP (reference (g)). This will allow shipment of newest materiel, but with no less than 24 months shelf life remaining on items with Shelf-Life Codes (SLCs) of 36 months or greater.

a. Project Code MPS for U.S. Marine Corps Maritime Pre-positioned Ships (MPS), 

(MPS is not a valid project code)

b. Project Code MK4 for Navy life rafts, 

(MK4 is not a valid project code)

c. Project Code 3AA for Pre-positioned War Reserve Materiel (PWRM), and 

(3AA appears to be a valid project code)

d. Project Codes beginning with M_ _ and P_ _ for war reserve and operational projects, respectively. (Appears valid for use as Category A or B project codes, but must have termination dates)

e. Project Code 842, to allow shipment to Navy ships on shelf-life items/materiel that have at least 1 year of shelf-life remaining." (Appears valid for use as Category A or B project codes, but must have termination dates)

5. RECOMMEND THAT WE CONSIDER ASSIGNMENT OF A CATEGORY "C" PROJECT CODE TO REPLACE "PROJECT CODE MPS", AS WELL AS, UPDATE ADVICE CODE "2G" OR RE-ESTABLISH THE "3 SERIES" ADVICE CODES THAT MORE CLEARLY DEFINE REQUIREMENTS FOR SHELF-LIFE ITEMS IN CONJUNCTION WITH SPECIFIED PROJECT CODES.
