[bookmark: _GoBack]Excerpted from APR 5, 2013 DLA email (Gary Ziegler/Greg Feie):

The DAC in lieu of A5/D6 problem appears to be only at co-located Army Distribution Centers. 

Currently Corpus Christi still uses the DAC process for Navy materiel going to maintenance and cites a Navy systemic problem as the reason. 

Tobyhanna still uses the DAC process for Marine materiel going to maintenance and request to begin using the A5/D6 process, as implemented for Navy materiel, once a POC is identified. 

Below are the direct responses from the Accountable Officers at each of the Distribution Centers surveyed for their processes.

Corpus Christi:

The Navy is the only Service using the DAC process to and from maintenance.  The Air Force stopped a couple years ago.

I believe it is a system problem where their new systems don't talk and neither can reach an agreement to resolve the issues.

The Air Force material is issued via an A5 document and returned using a D6 receipt.  

Red River:

DDRT issues material to the shop by MRO request (A5_) and receipt (D6_) back to record once material is repaired or overhauled.

Anniston:

DLA Distribution Anniston is using the A5 transaction and then returned to stock using a D6 transaction.

Tobyhanna:

At DDTP/BY6 we continue to receive the 1549 Form for the Navy and Marines, for transactions in/out of the TYAD Maintenance Activity.  For the past 2 yrs, we have ceased in processing the "Navy" DACs although we still use the 1549 Form.  We take the data from the form and build an A5A or D6M transaction via DSS SMOK screen.

For the Marines, we still receive the AMC 1549 Form and continue to perform the DACs in/out of C/C M.  We only have MPB for the Marines here at Tobyhanna.  We can process the Marines the same as the Navy but in fairness to both MPB and TYAD, we'd like to give them a heads up if we're going to stop processing as DACs.  
Please let us know when the anticipated cut-off date is and provide a POC for MPB.
