Meeting Introduction
· The BECCM COI Chair opened the meeting with a roll call of participants.
 
1. Action Item Review (slides 2 – 3)
· Joe Green reviewed the open and recently-closed action items.

2. BECCM COI Road Map Review (slide 4)
· Jerry Cole reviewed the BECCM COI Road Map.
· Unit of Measure Topic is moving to the Technical Syntax Phase.
· The Address Topic will establish a working group next month.
· Action Item: HRM will escalate the Program Topic to BECCM COI when their CBM process is complete.
· The first HRM working group meeting is September 8, 2010.
· WSLM confirmed that their CBM COI is also working the Program Topic in a working group.
· Action Item: DPAP representatives will submit comments on Heat Map and P2P by Wednesday, September 8, 2010.

3. BEA 8.0 BIPs (slides 5 – 7)
· Johnny Burton presented BEA 8.0 BIPs and their alignment to E2Es and CBM COIs.
· This information is based on information provided in an IRB Chairs meeting in June.
· The slides lay out the BIP alignment to E2Es for each CBM COI.
· Action Item: The DPAP representative requested more information on the BEA 8.9 BIPs and their alignment to E2Es and CBM COIs; TP&R SCM will follow up.
· Anyone interested in the BEA Stakeholder Leads Meeting is invited to the standing Thursday meeting at 2 pm in CM3, room 307.

4. Urban and Regional Information Systems Association (URISA) Addressing Conference Review (slides 8 – 13)
· Lora Muchmore gave an update on the Address Topic.
· She gave a brief history of the topic and then proposed a way forward based on what RP&ILM learned from the conference.
· The Federal Geographic Data Committee (FGDC) has volunteered to lead the effort to standardize “address” at the Federal level. 
· The FGDC is an official committee, working under the authority of the Office of Management and Budget, to which the DoD is a member.
· RP&ILM recommends that BECCM COI works closely with the FGDC to seek a solution.
· DLMSO recommended:
· Developing a standard and then place that standard in the BEA.
· Sharing information with the American National Standards Institute to avoid duplicating data sources.
· Performing a cost benefit analysis.
· Developing a working group including DLMSO, once chartered, to address these data points.

5. UoM Business Case Status (slides 14 – 27)
· Jerry Cole reviewed the UoM timeline, the business case comments and the adjudication process. 
· UoM Working Group is completing review and adjudication of comments to the Business Case and is moving to the Technical Syntax Phase.
· BECCM COI Staff will review the most critical comments with CBM COI representatives in a meeting scheduled for Tuesday, September 14th from 9 – 11 am. DCO and remote Telecon will be provided.
· Each CBM COI was asked to participate in the UoM Business Case Comment Adjudication Meeting in order to resolve issues in the UoM Business Case. 
· Action Items: Jerry Cole will prioritize the most critical comments received in regards to the UoM Business Case before the September 14th meeting. 
· DPAP noted that establishing a Master Data Capability for the DoD needs to be established (based on BECCM agreement) so that modernizing systems can establish an alignment and definitive data or Single Authoritative Source.
· Lien Dinh presented the approach to the Technical Syntax Phase to include: 
1. Contract Writing to Electronic Document Access (EDA) and Wide Area Workflow (WAWF).
2. Vendor Submits Invoice/Receiving Report to Entitlement System
· The UoM Technical Syntax Phase will begin in September.
· The intent of the proof of concept is to validate the use of the UoM standard from a technical viewpoint within the portfolio of DoD systems.
· The technical working group will devise a solution at the enterprise level.
· The way to propose a solution is to perform a 30-business-day Integrated Feasibility Assessment (IFA).
· The first Technical Phase Working Group will meet the week of September 7th.
· Action Items: Jerry Cole is to identify technical SMEs for the Technical Phase Working Group by Friday, September 3rd.
· DLMSO (Mr. Larry Tanner) asked for clarification on the Proposed Recommendation for Unit of Issue/Unit of Measure.  Mr. John Garbarino clarified that the recommendation is for DoD to migrate to a DoD Profile based on DoD business rules and standardization to ASC X12 and ISO; essentially, a DoD Common Vocabulary for the data element. 

Conclusion
· Dennis Wisnosky reflected on how interoperability and enterprise-wide approaches will only become more important to DoD.
· On the business side, we want to strengthen the idea to use enterprise services.
· This will increase the responsibility to share within the enterprise, to reuse.
· HRM concluded that, as IRB Chairs, they have a responsibility to guide DoD in the direction that senior leadership has chartered.
