SUBJECT: 	Department of Defense Activity Address Directory (DoDAAD) Enterprise Workflow Meeting of July 6, 2011, 

Purpose:  The DLA Logistics Management Standards Office held a meeting with DoDAAD Process Review Committee (PRC) representatives, DLA Transaction Services and interested parties to discuss the Enterprise workflow concept and functional requirements. 

Background.  Workflow was discussed at the March 18 2011 DoDAAD PRC and there was unanimous agreement to further explore enterprise workflow. This meeting furthered that iniative.

Discussion. 

Bob Hammond led the discussion and presented a briefing detailing the background, workflow concepts, benefits and next steps by and the concept was well received by the participants.  

The concept of workflow is simple; facilitate entry of the address and other key information by the person imitating the requested DoDAAC action.  The workflow would control routing of the DoDAAD data to the individual(s) responsible for approving the addition, change or deletion requested.  The final approval would be made by the Central Service Point (CSP) and with the CSP approval the change would be applied to the DoDAAD master database at DLA Transaction Services and disseminated to all the subscribers of the DoDAAD. A wokflow process could have only one review level after gathering key information from the requestor of the DoDAAD action.

Bob Hammond indicated that functional requirements would be gathered from all and that enterprise functional requirements would be discussed at the 23 -24 August 2011 DoDAAD PRC. Air Force and Army, who have workflow applications agreed to make presentations at the DoDAAD PRC. ACTION ITEM.  Components and Agencies are to address the workflow functional requirements questions referenced above and to submit any unique requirements using the USMC sample as a guide. Responses are due within 30 days (August 8, 2011).
