2. Manual Processing of Interfund Bills form G69 (FAA)

a. GSA to research where the rejected file is being sent and who is working the rejects

b. DAASC to set up an account to send GSA rejects

c. DAASC will verify fund code edits on FMS requisitions
3. DLA  (S9M) Billings on Medical Service Contracts VIA Interfund

a. DLA J88 provide status on whether this process has been changed and the billings can be manual or through IPAC.

a. GSA continues to include interfund bills on their DD1400 that rejected at DASC. (Susan Scott)
3. FAA RIC Problem

a. Some FAA billings have RIC 570 vice RIC G69. (Susan Scott)
4. PDC 246
a. This PDC applies to different picks from the same DLA depot yet the TCNs don't indicate partial shipments.  It wants to include a partial code on the TCN.  Same problem exists with document/requisition numbers in the interfund billings.  Different picks create different billing lines at EBS/BSM bills AR0 and not MRO.  These lines don't contain alpha suffixes on the document numbers and the finance system considers the same document number with the same quantity a duplicate.  This is causing a lot of manual work and is increasing the billing from DFAS to the services. (Susan Scott)
5. Treasury Suspense Account Elimination
a. Treasury is eliminating suspense accounts starting  **F3875 and **F3885.  MILSBILLS uses **F3885 (.2000) to place interfund bills/details in suspense when no due-in or obligation exists.  Need to talk about how we want to address this and document in DOD 4000.25-7-M.  Meeting held with OSD and all DFAS sites week of 21-24 May. (Susan Scott)
6. MILS Migration

a. Need to get an update from all on status of migration from MILS to DLMS. (Susan Scott)
7. MILSBILLS C.5.6.5.  
a. This paragraph of MILSBILLS may be incorrect as pertains to Interim Change 00-1 to MILSBILLS dated July 27, 2001. (Susan Scott)
8. Proposed DLMS Enhancement 
a. Initiate a reply transaction to confirm receipt of Interfund Bill Retransmission Requests. See MILSBILLS C.6.4. (Bob Hammond)
