INTENSIVE ITEM MANAGEMENT VALUE CHAIN
INTEGRATED REQUIREMENTS SET


Background: As a result of the June JLB, leadership endorsed the development of an IUID Task Force Core Team bridging all value chain arenas – Intensive Item Management (formerly known as Positive Inventory Control (PIC)), Property Accountability, and Product Life Cycle Management. The Intensive Item Management (IIM) value chain focuses on the value of using the IUID in the intensive item management and control of critical and sensitive items.  It involves strict item accountability using the UII during receipt, physical inventory and issue and for tracking while in-transit for improved visibility.  At the most intensive management, it involves the Integrated Materiel Management (IMM) managing the worldwide inventory by UII.  At the least intensive management, it involves capturing and maintaining the UII while in storage and within configuration records, but the IMM is managing the worldwide inventory by NSN. More specifically, this management enables secure handling/recall of NWRM, Small Arms and other controlled items and supports strict accountability, disposal, and DEMIL by UII. To support Intensive Item Management, the following are proposed integrated requirements by supply chain node that are in addition to current business processes at those nodes.

Nodal Requirements:  See attached.

Node A: Acquisition and Logistics Planning
Additional Business Processes:   Ensure MIL-STD 129 marking requirements are added to the UID contract clause in order to ensure supplier compliance.
Node B: Suppliers
B1: Private Sector (Commercial) Suppliers
Additional Business Processes:  Mark items in accordance with the IUID DFARS clause requirements and mark packaging with the UIIs in accordance with the appropriate MILSTD 129 requirement.  
B2: Public Sector (Inventory Control Points (ICPs)) Suppliers
ICP - Receive
Additional Business Processes:
Receipts of New Procurement, Redistribution Orders (RDOs), and Materiel Returns Program (MRP):
1. ICPs will provide the PMR (527D) to depot with UII flag. FLIS IUID designators or 527D flags are being considered.
2. The ICP system will receive update from depot of which UII(s) has been received (i.e. 527R transaction) for most intensively-managed items and quantity by NSN for the least intensively-managed items.
3. The ICP system will ensure acceptance is captured for new procurement receipts.
4. ICPs will store UII inventory records by storage site for most intensively-managed items.  ICPs will continue to store inventory records by NSN for the least intensively-managed items.
ICP -  Physical Inventory
1. Owners/Managers (ICP) will initiate scheduled and special physical inventories using the Physical Inventory Request (846P) sent to the depot. The new FLIS IUID designator for the NSN serves as the Key to indicate physical inventory by UII required.

2. Owners/Managers must verify reported UIIs and condition codes, comparing against their records. If mismatches are discovered, they will utilize new procedures to report UIIs and/or condition codes on the depot accountable record.
3. Owners/Managers will request a transaction history via a 846P.

4. Each DoD Component shall implement a record reconciliation program that shall consist of both a location survey and a location reconciliation. Depots should be required to conduct location reconciliations (annual and end of day) with the owner/manager by UII. If UII is not included in the location reconciliation, there is no way to be assured that both the Owner/Manager and depot have the same UIIs on their respective records – even if the quantities match. 

5. Components will perform a location survey, requiring physical comparison, rather than actual count, of assets and recorded location data to ensure all assets are properly recorded.  Location reconciliation requires a match between depot records and owner/manager records, in order to identify and to correct situations when there is:  (1) an owner/manager record with no corresponding depot record, (2) a depot record with no corresponding owner/manager record, (3) common elements of data that do not match, and (4) quantity discrepancies.  Mismatches shall be researched and special inventories conducted when required to effect corrective action. Depots will not conduct location surveys by UII. This process does not require quantity verification.

ICP - Issue
Additional Systems Changes:

Issues of Depot Stock Materiel Release Orders (MROs): 
1. ICPs will continue to send MROs (940R) to Depots without UII(s).
2. ICPs will receive MRCs or issues with UIIs, in response to MRO.
3. ICPs will decrement balance by UII in MRC/Issue. A reconciliation process is needed to resolve UII mismatches between 945A/867I and UII on ICP records. Service/Agency transaction usages differ. Some ICPs use MRC to decrement the inventory balance others use the issue transaction.  

4. ICPs will maintain visibility of those debited UIIs identified in MRC/Issue for comparison to customer 527R MRA UIIs.
5. ICPs will receive MRAs with UII(s).

6. ICPs must reconcile UII mismatches between MRA and ICP issue records.
Issues of Depot Stock Redistribution Orders (RDOs):

1. ICPs will send RDOs to issuing depot without UII(s) and PMR to receiving depot with UII flag. FLIS IUID designators or 527D flags are being considered.
2. ICPs will receive MRC or Issue (945A/867I see note 2 below) with UIIs, in response to RDO. 

3. ICPs will decrement balance by UII in MRC/Issue. A reconciliation process is needed to resolve UII mismatches between 945A/867I and UII on ICP records.

4. ICPs will maintain visibility of those debited UIIs identified in MRC/Issue for comparison to 527R Receipt UIIs.
5. ICPs will process receipts with UII(s). 

6. ICPs must reconcile UII mismatches between receipt and ICP issue records.
Issues of Directed Lateral Redistribution Orders (LROs): 

1. ICPs will continue to send LRO (940R) to Service TAV lateral redistribution reporting activities without UII(s).
2. In response to LRO, reporting activities will decrement retail balance by UII and send a 856S shipment confirmation with UII(s) to Item Managers.
3. ICPs will provide a 856S Shipment Status to customers including the UII provided by reporting activity.
4. ICPs will maintain visibility of UIIs contained in 856S shipment confirmation for comparison to customer 527R MRA UIIs.
5. ICPs will receive MRAs with UII(s).
6. ICPs must reconcile UII mismatches between MRA and ICP issue records.
Node C: Distribution Centers
Distribution Centers - Receive
Additional Business Processes:
1. The receiver will collect UII(s) via AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417.
2. If UII is pre-populated by ASN, the collected UIIs will be systemically compared to the ASN UII.
3. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging, the receiver will use the UII in the ASN to place new label with UII on packaging, 
4. If the package has been damaged, (or tampered with for classified/sensitive items) then receiver should open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). Item will then be repackaged.  If the package cannot be opened, alternate procedures will be developed.
5. If the item is a new procurement, there is an acceptance step for the receiver to perform in WAWF or via systemic interface to WAWF.
6. If no UII is available in the MSL or ASN and/or the user finds UII mismatches, the system will prompt user to execute supply discrepancy instructions.
Additional System Requirements:
Receipts of New Procurement:
1. Users will be prompted by a UII flag to collect the item UII(s) via AIT (i.e. 856 and PMR (527D)). FLIS IUID designators or 527D flags are being considered.
2. The system will prompt users to check for evidence of tampering for classified/sensitive items prior to collecting the item UII.
3. The system will send an update to the applicable ICP indicating receipt of UII items.
· Send the UII for most intensively-managed items

· Send quantity by NSN for least intensively-managed items
4. The system will send an update to WAWF for acceptance via the 861 transaction. An 861 transaction is sent with UII(s) for any partial quantity received and accepted.  UII(s) are not sent on the 861 for total quantity accepted or total quantity not accepted. 527R transactions include UII(s) for all items received by supply condition, regardless of acceptance.

5. Warehouse management systems will store UIIs of items in inventory regardless of intensity of management.

6. When prompted by receiver, the system will print new packaging label with UII(s) in PDF 417 format. 

7. If UII is missing or if UII mismatches occur, the system will prompt supply discrepancy actions.
Receipts of Redistribution Orders (RDOs) and Materiel Returns Program (MRP):

1. Users will be prompted by a UII flag to collect UII(s) via AIT (i.e. 856S (RDO) or 856R (MRP) and 527D. FLIS IUID designators or 527D flags are being considered.
2. The system will prompt users to search for evidence of tampering for classified/sensitive items prior to collecting the item UII.
3. The system will send an update to the applicable ICP indicating receipt of UII items.

· Send the UII for most intensively-managed items

· Send quantity by NSN for least intensively-managed items 
4. Warehouse management systems will store UIIs of items in inventory.

5. When prompted by receiver, the system will print new packaging label with UII(s) in PDF 417 format 

6. If UII is missing or UII mismatches occur, the system will prompt supply discrepancy actions.
Distribution Centers - Physical Inventory

Additional Business Processes:
1. Inventory items and specify item storage information to the Warehouse Management System (WMS): 

i Depot-level activities storing (1) classified and sensitive items that are secret or above and not part of an end item (CIIC code 5, E, F, G, H, K, L, S, & T), (2) Category 1 Non-Nuclear Missiles and Rockets, (3) Category II, III, and IV Arms, or (4) NWRM that is not part of an end item shall perform a 100 percent physical count by UII annually.

ii Activities storing classified and sensitive items that are below secret and not part of an end item shall annually perform a random statistical sample physical inventory count. Military Services or DLA may prescribe more frequent inventories and/or inventories by 100 percent physical count, as required.

iii Update of the NWRM assemblies and subassemblies list every 2 years as required.

2. When prompted, collect UII(s) using AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417 to update/confirm inventory record.

3. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging or if user finds UII mismatches, causative research will be pursued.

4. If evidence of tampering for classified/sensitive items or for damage, package will be opened and 100% physical count taken of contents.
5. Causative research is required on all discrepancies found as a result of the inventory.  Adjustments to the accountable record as a result of the causative research must be approved at the Flag Officer/Senior Executive Service level regardless of dollar value.
6. Repackage and re-label exterior packaging, as required.

Additional System Requirements:

1. Depots will initiate scheduled, special, and spot physical inventories based on receipt of 846P. The new FLIS IUID designator will indicate to the owner/manager that the inventory will be conducted by UII. Spot Inventories will be initiated in response to a total or partial denial. Special inventories will be initiated by an owner/manager or depot as a result of location survey, location reconciliation, unresolved mismatches, etc.
2. Depots must verify, by physical location, all UIIs by condition code against the accountable record. Results of UII differences are reported to the owner/manager via 947I.  Details for reporting UII differences to the owner/manager must be determined when there is a UII mismatch but no quantity or conditions changes have occurred. Causative research is required on any discrepancies found as a result of the inventory.
3. Owners/Managers must verify reported UIIs and condition codes, comparing against their records. If mismatches are discovered, they will utilize new procedures to report UIIs and/or condition codes on the depot accountable record.
4. Depot will respond to transaction history request with the historical balance affecting transactions (527R 867I, 945A, and 947I) with the UII included. The physical inventory interface transaction between the Owner/Manager and the depot will not be required with the establishment of single shared-asset balance.
5. Each DoD Component shall implement a record reconciliation program that shall consist of both a location survey and a location reconciliation. Depots should be required to conduct location reconciliations (annual and end of day) with the owner/manager by UII. If UII is not included in the location reconciliation, there is no way to be assured that both the Owner/Manager and depot have the same UIIs on their respective records – even if the quantities match. 
6. Components will perform a location survey, requiring physical comparison, rather than actual count, of assets and recorded location data to ensure all assets are properly recorded.  Location reconciliation requires a match between depot records and owner/manager records, in order to identify and to correct situations when there is:  (1) an owner/manager record with no corresponding depot record, (2) a depot record with no corresponding owner/manager record, (3) common elements of data that do not match, and (4) quantity discrepancies.  Mismatches shall be researched and special inventories conducted when required to effect corrective action. Depots will not conduct location surveys by UII. This process does not require quantity verification.
7. When a discrepancy is identified during the location survey program, the depot shall conduct prompt research and determine need for a special inventory.

Distribution Centers - Issue
Additional Business Processes:
1. Issuer will use AIT to collect UII(s) from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417. 

2. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging, the issuer will use AIT to collect the UII from the item and place a new label with UII on packaging.
3. Issuer will look for evidence of tampering and/or damage on classified/sensitive items.  If yes, then open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). Item will then be repackaged. If the package cannot be opened, alternate procedures will be developed. 

4. Users will debit inventory by UII issued in warehouse mgt system.

Additional Systems Requirements:
1. Depots will send issue transactions (945A/867I) to ICPs in response to MRO.
Node D:  Base/Forward Supply

Base/Forward Supply - Receive
Additional Business Processes:
1. The receiver will collect UII(s) via AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417.
2. If UII is pre-populated by ASN, the collected UIIs will be systemically compared to the ASN UII.
3. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging, the receiver will use the UII in the ASN to place new label with UII on packaging, 
4. If the package has been damaged, (or tampered with for classified/sensitive items) then receiver should open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). Item will then be repackaged.  If the package cannot be opened, alternate procedures will be developed.

5. If the item is a new procurement, there is an extra acceptance step for the receiver to perform in WAWF or via systemic interface to WAWF.
6. If no UII is available in the MSL or ASN and/or the user finds UII mismatches, the system will prompt supply discrepancy actions.
Additional Systems Requirements:
Retail Requisitions Received from Depot Stock:

1. The system will establish due-in based on requisition submission.

2. The system will prompt users to collect UII(s) via AIT based on 856S via AIT.

3. The system prompt users to search for evidence of tampering for classified/sensitive items prior to collecting the item UII.
4. Warehouse management systems will process receipts into retail inventory with UIIs and store UIIs.
5. The system will send update to ICP of which UII(s) has been received (i.e. 527R MRA) for most intensively-managed items and quantity by NSN for least intensively-managed items.
6. Systems will print new packaging label with UII(s) in PDF 417 format as necessary. 

7. If UII is missing or UII mismatches occur between 856S and materiel received, the system will prompt supply discrepancy actions.
Retail Requisitions Received from DVD:

1. The system will establish due-in based on requisition submission.

2. The system will receive updates to collect UII(s) based on 856 and 856S, creating redundancy.

3. Prompt user to collect UII(s) via AIT.
4. The system prompt users to search for evidence of tampering for classified/sensitive items prior to collecting the item UII.
5. Warehouse management systems will process receipts into retail inventory with UIIs and store UIIs.

6. There is an acceptance step for the receiver to perform in WAWF or via systemic interface to WAWF for DVD items.
7. The system will send an update to the applicable ICP indicating receipt of UII items for most intensively-managed items and quantity by NSN for least intensively-managed items. The ICP system will keep track of UIIs by storage depot.
8. Systems will print new packaging label with UII(s) in PDF 417 format as necessary. 

9. If UII is missing or UII mismatches occur between 856S and materiel received, the system will execute supply discrepancy actions.

Base/Forward Supply - Physical Inventory
Additional Business Processes:
1. Inventory items and specify item storage information to the Warehouse Management System (WMS): 

i Installation-level activities storing (1) classified and sensitive items that are secret or above and not part of an end item (CIIC code 5, E, F, G, H, K, L, S, & T), (2) Category 1 Non-Nuclear Missiles and Rockets, (3) Category II, III, and IV Arms, or (4) NWRM that is not part of an end item shall perform a 100 percent physical count by UII at least semi-annually. 

ii Activities storing classified and sensitive items that are below secret and not part of an end item shall annually perform a random statistical sample physical inventory count. 

iii Military Services or DLA may prescribe more frequent inventories and/or inventories by 100 percent physical count, as required. Must act on WMS alerts for inventory performance requirement. 

2. When prompted, collect UII(s) using AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417 to update/confirm inventory record.
3. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging or if user finds UII mismatches, causative research will be pursued.
4. If evidence of tampering/damage for classified/sensitive items, package will be opened and 100% physical count taken of contents.
5. Causative research is required on all discrepancies found as a result of the inventory.  Adjustments to the accountable record as a result of the causative research must be approved at the Flag Officer/Senior Executive Service level regardless of dollar value.
6. Repackage and re-label exterior packaging, as required.
Additional Systems Requirements:
1. Retail sites will initiate scheduled, special, and spot physical inventories based on receipt of Physical Inventory Request (846P) sent to the retail location.. The new FLIS IUID designator will indicate to the owner/manager that the inventory will be conducted by UII.  Spot Inventories will be initiated in response to a total or partial denial. Special inventories will be initiated by an owner/manager or depot as a result of location survey, location reconciliation, unresolved mismatches, etc.
2. Retail sites must verify, by physical location, all UIIs by condition code against the accountable record. Results of UII differences are reported to the owner/manager via 947I.  Details for reporting UII differences to the owner/manager must be determined when there is a UII mismatch but no quantity or conditions changes have occurred. Causative research is required on any discrepancies found as a result of the inventory.
3. Owners/Managers must verify reported UIIs and condition codes, comparing against their records. If mismatches are discovered, they will utilize new procedures to report UIIs and/or condition codes on the depot accountable record.
4. Retail site will respond to transaction history request via a 846P with the historical balance affecting transactions (527R 867I, 945A, and 947I) with the UII included. The physical inventory interface transaction between the Owner/Manager and the depot will not be required with the establishment of single shared-asset balance.
5. Each DoD Component shall implement a record reconciliation program that shall consist of both a location survey and a location reconciliation. Depots should be required to conduct location reconciliations (annual and end of day) with the owner/manager by UII. If UII is not included in the location reconciliation, there is no way to be assured that both the Owner/Manager and depot have the same UIIs on their respective records – even if the quantities match. 

6. Components will perform a location survey, requiring physical comparison, rather than actual count, of assets and recorded location data to ensure all assets are properly recorded.  Location reconciliation requires a match between depot records and owner/manager records, in order to identify and to correct situations when there is:  (1) an owner/manager record with no corresponding depot record, (2) a depot record with no corresponding owner/manager record, (3) common elements of data that do not match, and (4) quantity discrepancies.  Mismatches shall be researched and special inventories conducted when required to effect corrective action. Depots will not conduct location surveys by UII. This process does not require quantity verification.
7. When a discrepancy is identified during the location survey program, the site shall conduct prompt research and determine need for a special inventory.

Base/Forward Supply - Issue
Additional Business Processes:
1. When prompted, issuer will use AIT to collect UII(s) from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417. 

2. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging, the issuer will use AIT to collect the UII from the item and place new label with UII on packaging.
3. Issuer will look for evidence of tampering/damage.  If yes, then system will prompt user to open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). Item will then be repackaged. If the package cannot be opened, alternate procedures will be developed. 

4. Users will debit inventory by UII issued in warehouse mgt system/stock control system.
Node E: Depot Maintenance

Depot Maintenance - Receive

Additional Business Processes:
3. The receiver at the depot will collect UII(s) via AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417 or from the item itself.
4. If UII is pre-populated by ASN, the collected UIIs will be systemically compared to the ASN UII to ensure correct UII received for most intensive management.
5. If the package has been damaged, (or tampered with for classified/sensitive items) then receiver should open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). 
6. If the item is a new procurement, there is an acceptance step for the receiver to perform in WAWF or via systemic interface to WAWF.
7. If no UII is available in the MSL or ASN and/or the user finds UII mismatches, the user will execute discrepancy action

8. The UIIs received will update the accountable record at the depot maintenance site.  
Depot Maintenance  - Issue
Additional Business Processes:
1. Issuer will use AIT to collect UII(s) and add UIIs to an ASN (856S). 

2. Send ASN with UIIs to the distribution center for storage or to the customer site. 

3. Users will debit depot maintenance accountable record by the UII(s) issued.

Node F:  Field Maintenance

Field Maintenance - Receive

Additional Business Processes:
1. The receiver at the field will collect UII(s) via AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417 or the item itself if available.

2. If UII is pre-populated by ASN, the collected UIIs will be systemically compared to the ASN UII to ensure correct UII received for most intensive management.

3. If the package has been damaged, (or tampered with for classified/sensitive items) then receiver should open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). 

4. If the item is a new procurement, there is an acceptance step for the receiver to perform in WAWF or via systemic interface to WAWF.

5. If no UII is available in the MSL or ASN and/or the user finds UII mismatches, the user will execute discrepancy action

6. The UIIs received will update the accountable record at the field maintenance site.  
Field  Maintenance  - Issue
Additional Business Processes:
1. Issuer will use AIT to collect UII(s) and debit field maintenance accountable record by the UII(s) issued.
Node G:  In Service Engineering and Logistics Analytics

Additional Business Processes:  Prioritize the non-recurring engineering activities centered on marking to update the technical data on the most intensively-managed items first.

Node H:  Field Activities

Field Activities - Receive
Additional Business Processes:

1. The receiver will collect UII(s) via AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417.
2. If UII is pre-populated by ASN, the collected UIIs will be systemically compared to the ASN UII.
3. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging, the receiver will use the UII in the ASN to place new label with UII on packaging. 
4. If the package has been damaged, (or tampered with for classified/sensitive items) then receiver should open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). Item will then be repackaged.  If the package cannot be opened, alternate procedures will be developed.
5. If the item is a new procurement, there is an extra acceptance step for the receiver to perform in WAWF or via systemic interface to WAWF.
6. If no UII is available in the MSL or ASN and/or the user finds UII mismatches, the system will prompt supply discrepancy actions.
Additional Systems Requirements:

1. The system will establish due-in based on requisition submission.
2. The system will prompt users to collect UII(s) via AIT based on 856S. 
3. Users will search for evidence of tampering prior to collecting the item UII.
4. Warehouse management systems/stock control systems will process receipts into retail inventory with UIIs and store UIIs.
5. The system will send update to ICP of which UII(s) has been received (i.e. 527R MRA) for most intensively-managed items and quantity by NSN for least intensively-managed items.
6. When prompted by receiver, systems will print new packaging label with UII(s) in PDF 417 format. 
7. If UII is missing or UII mismatches occur between 856S and materiel received, the system will execute supply discrepancy actions.
Field Activities - Physical Inventory

Additional Business Processes:
1. Inventory items and specify item storage information to the Warehouse Management System (WMS): 

i. Unit-level activities storing (1) classified and sensitive items that are secret or above and not part of an end item (CIIC code 5, E, F, G, H, K, L, S, & T), (2) Category 1 Non-Nuclear Missiles and Rockets, (3) Category II, III, and IV Arms, or (4) NWRM that is not part of an end item shall perform a 100 percent physical count by UII monthly. 

ii. Activities storing classified and sensitive items that are below secret and not part of an end item shall annually perform a random statistical sample physical inventory count. 

iii. Military Services or DLA may prescribe more frequent inventories and/or inventories by 100 percent physical count, as required. 

2. When prompted, collect UII(s) using AIT from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417 to update/confirm inventory record.
3. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging or if user finds UII mismatches, causative research will be pursued.
4. If evidence of tampering/damage, package will be opened and 100% physical count taken of contents.
5. Causative research is required on all discrepancies found as a result of the inventory.  Adjustments to the accountable record as a result of the causative research must be approved at the Flag Officer/Senior Executive Service level regardless of dollar value.
6. Repackage and re-label exterior packaging, as required.
Additional Systems Requirements:
1. Field activities will respond to scheduled and special physical inventories. The new FLIS IUID designator for the NSN serves as the Key to indicate physical inventory by UII required.
2. Owners/Managers must verify reported UIIs and condition codes from field activities, comparing against their records. If mismatches are discovered, they will utilize new procedures to report UIIs and/or condition codes on the depot accountable record.
3. Field activities will respond to a request for transaction history via a 846P with the historical balance affecting transactions (527R 867I, 945A, and 947I) with the UII included. The physical inventory interface transaction between the Owner/Manager and the field activity will not be required with the establishment of single shared-asset balance.
Field Activities - Issue
Additional Business Processes:
1. When prompted, issuer will use AIT to collect UII(s) from outside of unit packaging via PDF 417. 

2. If UII(s) are not available on the exterior packaging, the issuer will use AIT to collect the UII from the item and place new label with UII on packaging.
3. Issuer will look for evidence of tampering/damage.  If yes, then system will prompt user to open packaging to collect UII(s) from the item(s). Item will then be repackaged. If the package cannot be opened, alternate procedures will be developed. 

4. Users will debit inventory by UII issued in warehouse mgt system/stock control system.
Node I:  Disposal 

Additional Business Processes:  Collect UII, if available, on disposal and update IUID registry.

Node J:  Transportation
Additional Business Processes:   Ensure integrity of referential link between transportation tracking number (e.g. TCN) and the requisition and the UII in that requisition established by the shipper to enable traceability back to the UII in the originating shipper’s system (e.g. DLA) using the TCN (or other tracking number).  Integrity of the referential link will be maintained throughout all consolidations/deconsolidations and aggregations/disaggregations.
