3.  Requested Change:


a.  Title:  Clarification of Supply Status BK

b.  Description of Change:  This change enhances the information provided by DAAS on an AE9, Supply Status, with Status Code BK.  Under the revised procedures, DAAS will insert an appropriate brief message in record position (rp) 74-80 (which is currently blank on the AE9).   MILSTRIP revisions are identified in bold italics.  Supply sources may adopt the message content during modernization.   In addition, DAAS will provide visibility of the original (unedited) requisition in the Virtual Logistics Information Processing System (VLIPS).  


c.  Procedures:  
(1)  Revise the Appendix, AP2.16, Status Codes, as follows:

4.  Reason for Change:   The Supply Status BK is currently used to identify multiple conditions.  This situation is the result of expanded DAAS and supply source edits over the past several years during which time the Components were unable to modify legacy systems to accept new values.  As new edits were approved, they were incorporated under the BK umbrella.  The expanded definition of BK allowed for modification of customer input based upon business rules in addition to the original meaning whereby requested modifications were made prior to processing the transaction.  The customer may have difficulty understanding which element from the original transaction was modified and, in one situation, the customer may have no visibility from the status transaction of the revised RDD data forwarded to the supply source (due to the lack of an RDD field on the AE9).   With legacy system freezes remaining for the foreseeable future, an alternative to assist the customer in researching the cause of the BK should be provided.  It is anticipated that appending additional information in record positions which are currently blank will cause no harm and will provide a visual aide for identifying the nature of the DAAS or supply source change.  

5.  Advantages and Disadvantages:

a.  Advantages:   Assists customer in interpreting BK status.

b.  Disadvantages:   None identified.
6.  Alternatives:   
a.   If Components identify a requirement, DAAS Visual Logistics Information Processing System (VLIPS) may be modified to provide both the original and the modified version of the requisition transaction in the History/Exception data view or in a new BK status window.

b.  Under full DLMS, specific BK status should be identified by code.   A separate proposal will be prepared at a future date, documenting a three-digit code structure for phased implementation.   The proposal will be based on a transition plan whereby the third digit will be generated by the sender for the specific edit process.  The third digit would be stripped off by DAAS for MILS transactions, but would be retained for DLMS EDI/XML compatible systems.   This philosophy may be applied to other status conditions with multiple variations.
7.  Impact:   
a.  Programs:  Minimal programming impact.  DAAS edit changes will be accomplished shortly after approved.  VLIPS changes will be accommodated under DAAS schedule.  Supply source changes to generate the message content may be phased in whenever possible under current constraints.  Component system changes to programmatically recognize the message content is optional.  However, the message should be displayed for customer review on whatever tools are available.

b.  Publications:  DLMS and MILSTRIP manuals must be updated to reflect new instructions.
