2. Introduction

2.1 Background

The reengineering of Department of Defense (DoD) medical materiel business processes by DLA and the Services enabled the transition of Class VIII support from a traditional depot-based system to much more efficient and effective commercially-based business framework.  This framework provides the Services with direct and reliable access to industry for nearly all peacetime and contingency Class VIII requirements as was repeatedly and successfully demonstrated during the Global War on Terrorism.  This framework served as the backbone that enabled 21 Army activities to successfully operate as DLA Defense Working Capital Fund (DWCF) supported sites for over four years during peace and war. The unique partnership between the DLA and Department of the Army (DA) has instituted a nearly seamless medical materiel supply chain within the DWCF from the U.S. commercial industrial base to Services’ retail-level customers that are forward deployed and support combat operations.  This partnership also served as a precursor and preliminary model for successful implementation of DoD Executive Agency CLVIII responsibilities.
On September 15, 2005, during a meeting between The Director, DLA, the Army Surgeon General, and the Army G-4, agreement was reached that changes to DLA’s BSM, the Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support (DMLSS), and Army (TAMMIS/TEWLS) systems were required to provide Army Medical Materiel Agreement (AMMA) functionality, and to achieve financial compliance (references I.G and I.H.). During this meeting, agreement was also reached on proposed responsibilities to achieve these changes, and the core elements and timeline for this new Army-DLA agreement for Class VIII support.

2.2 Timeline  
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The timeline for BSM Release 2.2 AMMA: 

· Requirements Definition—September 2005 through January 2006
· Systems Development—January 2006 to July 2006.

· Systems Testing – July 2006 to October 2006.

· Go Live 6 October 2006.

· System Stabilization October to November 2006.

· First AMMA Transition (North TRICARE with EUCOM and CENTCOM)—November 2006.

· Last AMMA (South & West TRICARE)—December 2006.
· Systems Sustainment—January 2007 and beyond.  
The AMMA requirements outlined in this document must be included in the DMLSS Release 126, and TEWLS Release 1.0, with a target for testing of July, 2006 through October, 2006 test window.  During this transition period, DMLSS-Retail must support the new BSM requirements, as well as SAMMS legacy requirements, where appropriate, until all Regions are transitioned to BSM.    

2.3 Purpose of This Document

The intent of this document is to formally record and communicate the systems’ functional requirement changes necessary to support the Joint DLA/Army AMMA requirements to the DMLSS/TEWLS business partners with sufficient detail and clarity to enable them to modify or adjust their systems and processes to facilitate the effort. 

To jointly develop these requirements, a AMMA Working Group was established to determine how BSM would accommodate the various AMMA business processes and interface with DMLSS-Retail and TEWLS.  The Group consisted of DLA’s BSM Team, Army representatives, and Information Technology representatives from DMLSS-Wholesale, DMLSS-Retail and TEWLS.  The Group has been meeting since September, 2005 to develop a solution that had the least impact on DMLSS-Retail, TEWLS and Army AMMA sites while still providing the information BSM requires to meet its critical regulatory and business objectives and enhance service to the customer.  The outcomes of those meetings are reflected in this document. 
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3. General Requirements

Currently, the requirements for the Tailored Vendor Relationship (TVR) are detailed in a parent document.  The requirements described below are applicable to the system processes and interfaces that will be required between the DMLSS/TEWLS and BSM for the Army Medical Materiel Agreement (AMMA).  The requirements contained outline the data and format of interface files (and accompanying system processes) to allow the exchange of information between the DLA Stock Funded Army site and DLA (BSM).  The data needed, and the file format for the data, are presented below first by functional step in the process.  Within each functional step in the process, data requirements for each type of source will be outlined.  Where applicable, re-use of data/format is noted.  
To facilitate this increased volume of data flowing from DMLSS/TEWLS into BSM, all EDI transactions will comply with American National Standards Institute (ANSI) X12, Version 4010 transaction sets.  All transactions will be routed to BSM through the Defense Automated Addressing System Center (DAASC).  A 997 EDI acknowledgement will be sent to DMLSS/TEWLS for each receipt (527R/861), sale (867I), inventory (947I), and invoice (810) transaction sent to BSM.  All other EDI files will not be acknowledged by BSM via a 997.
BSM requires a summary of significant DMLSS/TEWLS AMMA transactions submitted on a daily basis.  The AMMA financial functions should be separated from the STANFINS processes.  The timing of the transactions is as follows:

· The Army will redistribute assets between the 23 AMMA sites as deemed necessary based on requirements and provide BMS with the applicable transactions. The sending site will provide a D7K and the receiving site will provide a D6K when material is being redistributed between sites based on requirements.  Since no levels will be visible in BSM, DLA lacks the knowledge of where shortages or overages of stock have occurred.

Proposed Approach:  

1. Plant RIC, DUNS, and DODAAC for each AMMA Site needed to create Plant/locations in BSM

2. All items that have inventory balances, due ins or otherwise identified as valid/active at a location will be converted to SAP to establish the Material Masters for the plant location – Will use 832 via DAASC to BSM to execute this conversion – with all records as ‘add’ records.  This process will be fined tuned during testing.  Materiel Masters will be sent prior to other transactions.
3. At the agreed to cutover date/time, inventory balances will be identified by location/plant and transmitted to BSM via DAASC using 947I (D8F) for approximately 40 to 60K records. 
4. Testing of the inventory balance transmission process will be conducted using data provided by DMLSS/TEWLS for large representative sites.  Testing will be conducted in the July 2006 timeframe.  Success of the initial tests will determine the need for additional, more extensive testing of the conversion process and/or the need to reevaluate a spreadsheet format for conversion.

5. Inventory balance file will be loaded to BSM/SAP to establish beginning balances.  These balances will be established prior to processing any new DMLSS/TEWLS AMMA transactions in BSM.
6. All new purchases/contracts after conversion date/time will use BSM Naming Standard/payment office/Line of Accounting

7. Experience from conversion testing will be used to develop sequence and timing of actual conversion.  Conversions will take place at the beginning of the transition month, November and December, 2006, at agreed upon end of day DMLSS/TEWLS cycles.
