3. BACKGROUND:

a. Describe the Intent of the transaction:  The Purpose of the AM(x) transaction is to notify DOD or Air Force 'sources of supply' of changes to the priority and/or required delivery date fields on retail supply system requisitions. The requisition modifier transaction is sent to any authorized supply source when changes require expedited processing. This transaction will use the DLMS 511R. The cost field on the AM(x) transaction is primarily used for financial updates (obligation of funds for requisitioned material). The unit cost is transmitted on all requisition modifiers for all requisitions that are in the SBSS.  This includes NSN and non-NSN requisitions. ALL AM(x) requistion modifier transactions (produced by the SBSS) have the unit price on the transaction - regardless of the source of supply. This value on the AM(x) requistion modifier is taken from the SBSS Requisition (Due-In Detail) record; specifically from the field name - [202-UNIT-PRICE]. The unit cost is not the unit price which is on the SBSS item record. e.g. for GSA items - the unit cost is the item record unit price plus the GSA surcharge. The AM(x) transaction is normally programmatically generated by SBSS applications that update either customer orders (due-outs or due-ins) or stock replenishment orders (due-ins). Although the AM(x) is normally programmatically produced and sent to DAAS,  AM(x)s may be input manually and transmitted to DAAS from the SBSS. 
b. Describe a Scenario for which the transaction is used:  Whenever an applicable field (Priority, RDD, etc) on an SBSS Requisition is modified by an in-line (user caused) or programmatic input, the SBSS produces an AM(x) outbound transaction. 
4. Indicate Procedures, transactions, data elements, processing details in use today:  Today the SBSS produces AM(x)'s in MILS formats and transmits them to DAAS for routing to the source of supply for that requisition being modified. Tomorrow the SBSS will send AM(x) transactions in DLMS (.xml) format (511R) via ES-S to DAAS.    
5. PROPOSED CHANGE(S):

a. Describe Requested change in detail:  511R - We need to add  data for  the price/cost that is currently transmitted on SBSS/Air Force AM(x) transactions in positions 71-80. The AM(x) is the only transaction requiring a PDC for the reason of including a requisition unit price.  
b. 6. REASON FOR CHANGE:   The Air Force SBSS,  AM(x) MILS carries an extended cost. This is a deviation from the MILSTRIP (ref DoD 4000.25-1-M, AP3.1. APPENDIX 3.1, AP3.2. APPENDIX 3.2 ) . The MILSTRIP AM(x) transaction does not carry the extended cost.   The AM(x) transaction group consists of (AM1, AM2, AM4, AM5, AMA, AMB, AMD, AME ) transactions.

a. Advantages (tangible/intangible):  The DLMS AM(x) needs to carry the data that the Air Force (SBSS) MILS contains, i.e. specifically for the extended cost.
