Based on the cost estimates to make changes to legacy systems and unit level workload cost associated with assigning a new condition code to physical assets, the Air Force non-concurs with the Navy proposal.  We believe the Air Force's current business processes, systems, and practices provide adequate visibility of "training use only" assets.  The evidence shows we are making sound enterprise decisions and effectively utilizing our stockpile.  Although we do see some benefits of having a "training use only" condition code, we do not see where the return on investment out ways the upfront cost.

However, if the Navy can provide the methodology used to estimate a $5M annual cost savings we are open for further evaluation.  The earliest the Air Force could accommodate this new condition code would be in our ERP system.

	Nonconcur as written with comments:
1. Marine Corps Ground Convention Ammunition can see limited benefit to a new Condition Code (CC) if all services agree to standardize the associated business rules.  Limitations would be as follows:  
a. Approval Process for business rules (it took 5 years for approval of business rules associated with CC ‘V’).

b. All ammunition/ordnance systems (initially) and all TV systems (eventually) will have to be configured to accept the new condition code.  The Marine Corps does not see a viable return on this investment.

2.  The Marine Corps also recognizes shortcomings in the use of defect codes to identify Training Use Only (TUO) stock.  The Navy and Army, including Single Manager Conventional Ammunition (SMCA) do not have standardized defect codes, thus a  Navy assigned defect code would not be applied to stock physically stored at a SMCA depot and SAAS-MOD activities.
