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C2.6.4. U.S. MARINE CORPS UNIQUE PROCESSING


C2.6.4.1.  DoDAAD Listing Responsible Office.  The Marine Corps Logistics Base, Albany, GA, as the Marine Corps SP, is responsible for assignment, revision, or deletion of DoDAACs for Marine Corps activities which require DoDAAD listings.


C2.6.4.2.  Changes to DoDAAC.  Activities requiring assignment, revision, or deletion of DoDAACs will submit requests to the Commanding General, Marine Corps Base, Albany, GA 31704-5000.  In accordance with MCO 4420.4H (reference (g)), requests will contain the following information:



C2.6.4.2.1.  Type of address code (TAC 1, TAC 2, TAC 3, or TAC 4)



C2.6.4.2.2.  Activity address code (present DoDAAC or desired one), if applicable



C2.6.4.2.3.  Present address



C2.6.4.2.4.  New address (if applicable) to include AT1 and PD for activities, overseas.  For units assigned to vessels, indicate TAC 2 as follows:




C2.6.4.2.4.1. The name of the ship on the first line




C2.6.4.2.4.2.  “See preface to Marine Corps codes” on the second line



C2.6.4.2.5.  Desired effective date


C2.6.4.3.  When new DoDAACs are requested and/or assigned, presently assigned identification type codes (RUC
, RI
, UIC
) will be used to the maximum extent possible to keep the proliferation of similar alphanumeric identifications to a minimum.


C2.6.4.4.  Use of DoDAACs assigned in accordance with the provisions of this directive are limited to addresses.  DoDAACs should not be used for fiscal or personnel reporting unless authorized as RUCs or UICs by pertinent directive.


C2.6.4.5.  Cargo routing instructions are required from NOLSC Norfolk before the shipment unit is released to a carrier for shipments to Marine Corps units assigned to Navy fleet or mobile units with TAC 1 FPO addresses and TAC 2 referring to this section.  Upon receipt of ATI/PD by the shipper, air eligible shipments must be cleared through the Marine Corps DoDAACs in accordance with Defense Transportation Regulation (DTR) DOD Regulation 4500.9-R-Part III Mobility at http://www.transcom.mil/j5/pt/dtr_part_iii.cfm.  Surface shipments also must be in accordance with the Defense Transportation Regulation (DTR), DOD 4900.9-R.  Surface routing information will be obtained from:
